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MDG-2 : Achieve universal primary education

MDG and target of Bangladesh
The Millennium development Goals (MDGs) set out a powerful
agenda for a global partnership to fight against poverty, offering
a shared vision of a better world by the year 2015. They aim to
cut extreme poverty and set 8 Goals. Bangladesh set out 18 tar-
gets according to these goals to achieve by 2015.

The 2nd goal of MDG is to achieve universal primary education.
In order to achieve this goal, Bangladesh targets to increase net
enrollment rate in primary education from 73.7% in 1992 to
100% by 2015 and to reduce dropout rate in primary education
from 38% in 1994 to 0 by 2015. 

Education for All, Nondiscriminatory.
In Bangladesh, near about 87% children, who are at the age of 6
to 10, enroll the primary school.  Among them, 61% enroll in
government primary school, 24% in registered primary school,
5% in ebtedia madrasa (local religious institutions) , 2% in
kindergarten and 9% in other institutions. Besides dropout rate of
primary education is 40%. A report of Education Watch, 2002
showed that only 2% student can achieve the standard (govern-
ment declared 53 indicators assessing the quality of primary
education). Only 41% achieve literacy and only one fifth students
can utilize their literacy to benefit their family and society. 

Millennium Development Goal: where we are 
Bangladesh has achieved remarkable success in primary educa-
tion. But these achievements are in enrollment and gender
equality. The enrollment rate in primary education is 87%. Male-
female ratio is 55:45. In gender equality achievement,
Bangladesh holds 125th position out of 180 countries. Adult liter-
acy rate has been increased from 36.9% to 50%. So based on
the achievements, we should look at quality education.   

Besides, we have some challenges to achieve universal primary
education. Till now about 40 lacs village children and about 30
lacs slum children are excluded from education. For expenditure
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of universal primary education by 2015, Bangladesh will need $
1.7 billion dollar, 40% of which has to be collected from other
countries and donor. Besides we do not have sufficient infra-
structure which has created the risk that even in 2009, 18 lacs
children remain excluded from education.  

Because of these reasons Government of Bangladesh has initi-
ated different projects ‘Hard to Reach, `Reaching out of School
Children’ and some other projects. Government has been imple-
menting post literacy education program-1 with the assistance of
World Bank to continue education for the drop outs from primary
education and 11-45 age group who became literate by non for-
mal education. 
To prevent dropout and to increase enrollment especially girls’
enrollment government is providing stipend in primary and sec-
ondary level. But these initiatives cannot catch the excluded 40
lacs children. It can not ensure quality education.  

PRSP and Education 
In PRSP, education has been pointed out as an investment for
human resources development. It said, lack of access to educa-
tion is an element of poverty. Most of the poor people do not have
access to education and it weakens their capacities. In PRSP, it is
suggested that there shall be one type of primary education for all
children and 5 years term competency education. It said that
about 90% assimilation between primary and madrasa curriculum.
Besides it has referred to separate cadre service for primary edu-
cation. 

According to PRSP, only one curriculum should be implemented
for all type of education so that all people irrespective of rich and
poor get security for their livelihood after the end of education.
But there was no guideline to implement the program in last two
years’ budget. There is a relation between quality education and
teaching time and teacher-student ratio. The teacher-student
contact hour in Bangladesh is the lowest in the world, only 444
hours in a year. But is should be minimum 666 hours in a year.
Teacher-student ratio should be 1:30. But in Bangladesh it is
1:63. These issues have been ignored in PRSP. Moreover 3
women polytechnic institutes are supposed to be established to
encourage women in technical education. But this has not yet
been initiated.   

Increase education expenditure and 
Budget 2007-08.
In Budget 2007-08, the allocation for education and technology
sector is Tk. 12369 crore, which is highest allocation and 14.5%
of total budget. The allocation for education and technology sec-
tor is includes allocation for primary and mass education min-
istry, education ministry and science and technology ministry.
Besides madrasa education and cadet education is also included
in that allocation. As a result village schools get lesser allocation
than any other institutions. These schools do not have subject
wise teacher, science laboratory and sufficient infrastructure. 

There were three projects in previous budget to improve quality
education— Secondary Sector Improvement Project-2, Primary
Education Development Project, Teaching Quality Improvement
in Secondary Education Project. The allocation of these project
was Tk. 1,131, 12 crore. These projects have given importance
on administrative development, not overall development. Only
allocation is not enough to ensure qualitative improvement of
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ment ratio in
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education. For qualitative education, we need Science based
curriculum, improve salary and social recognition of primary
school teachers and decrease their overloading administrative
responsibility.   

This budget allocated Tk.  10 crore for educational research of
govern and non government universities. It also affirmed that 15
thousands teacher will be appointed in primary school, 60% of
whom will be female teacher. Besides it also allocated Tk.100 as
stipend for every one of 55 lacs students and trained up 10 thou-
sands teacher. 18 thousands and 186 new class room will build.
But these allocations are traditional and part of series of previ-
ous budget.  

The budget allocated stipend for boys of poor families at primary
level. It is a reflection of demand of poor people. But only infra-
structure development, female teacher appointment and teach-
ers’ training could not ensure qualitative education. The budget

Not only
that, it didn’t mention any planning to assimilate non government
organization implemented education with mainstream education
for dropout children.

The tax on educational supplementary material has decreased in
this budget. About 70% newsprint of total demand is exported
from outside and a tax of 15% has been imposed on it in this
budget. But other south Asian countries like in Nepal and India it
is 5% in Pakistan 6% and in Srilanka only 2.5%. But the price of
offset paper has increased 2.5 times in the last year. The tax on
imported paper is 52%. So budget allocation is not fitted to us to
increase price of educational supplementary materials. The allo-
cation is very important, same important is the accessibility of
educational supplementary materials.

One of the causes for increased dropout rate is high cost of edu-
cation. In 2002, the dropout rate was 33%. But at present it is
40%. Education Watch Report of 2006 showed that state pays
Tk 1,776 as per student education cost at primary level.
Guardian pays Tk 2,554 excluding it. At secondary level this allo-
cation for one student is Tk 5,445 and guardian pays Tk.11, 320.  

Achieve qualitative primary education: where to start
We have to realize that the main problem in our education is dif-
ferent types of education. Our policy makers have to do planning
bearing this in mind. If the 100% assimilation of different types of
education is not made possible, they will make a coordinated
curriculum among all the types of education. They have to
ensure proper use of enough time and capable teacher to
achieve basic competences of primary school students.  For this,
we can implement cadre service in primary level. PTI training
has to be modernized. Teacher student ratio is to be made1:30
by increasing number of teachers.

During the last 10 years, our education budget has increased 2
times. But our 75% development budget of education is expend-
ed for stipend for primary level. So, how the rest of money
ensures our qualitative education?  In Bangladesh, we have 78
thousands primary schools and near about 3 lac teacher who
are, controlled by bureaucratic system of education ministry. So
there is no accountability in this sector. We have to create
accountability structure to organize local UP, guardian and
school management committee.  To achieve MDG and to use
education as a strategy of poverty reduction by 2015, we have to
create a education system which will be equal, scientific and uni-
versal. We have to march towards the goal.
